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Notes on the Scopariinae (Lepidoptera, Pyralidae) from Japan, with
descriptions of five new species

Inoue (1982) illustrated fifteen species of the Japanese Scopariinae with twelve new
species, and mentioned that there were some unidentified species in his collection. In
this paper I will describe five new species, record new collecting data for some hitherto
known species in Japan, and give some systematic notes on them.

Scoparia iwasakii sp. n. (Figs. 1, 2)

Closely related to Scoparia yamanaka: Inoue, 1982 (Fig. 3), but separated by the
following points.

Forewing: Length, &7 8.5-9.5mm, ¢ 9.5-10.5 mm. Narrower, costal margin
straight ; apex and termen more roundish in female; ground colour more blackish,
claviform stigma longer and slenderer ; discocellular spot larger and more conspicu-
ous ; antemedial line more deeply dentate, distally bordered with a narrow fuscous
band ; postmedial line slender, minutely dentate, while it is rather broard and
markedly dentate in S. yamanakas ; ground colour of outer area of postmedial line
lighter on an average ; dark-clouded marks at near apex and hind angle, such marks

not so prominent as in S. yamanakas.

Hindwing: Pale brown, almost identical with S. yamanakaz.

Male genitalia (Fig. 17) : Uncus triangular, pointed ; gnathos slenderer and longer
than uncus, pointed, slightly hooked in apical portion ; valva longer, narrower at apex,
costa rather straight, harpe rather slender and pointed ; aedeagus slightly slender;
number of cornuti variable from two to four.

Female genitalia (Fig. 24): Ductus bursae very long, somewhat broadened and
weakly sclerotized at near ostium bursae, gradually becoming slender, constricted and
sclerotized at 2/3 from ostium bursae, then membranous up to corpus bursae ; corpus
bursae almost ellipsoid, densely granulated ; signum slender, represented by a mass of
granules.

Holotype : &, Orikumaizawa, Yuze, Akita Pref., Honshu, 1 July 1989 (A. Sasaki),
in the collection of the National Science Museum, Tokyo.
